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An Early
Dane in Early |
Houston

by John Germann

Among the earliest Danes to settle in Houston was
John H. Repsdorph (Anglicized from Johan Henrik
Roepsdorff). Born in Fredericia in 1835, he emigrated to
the US and in 1873 married a fellow Dane and recent
widow, Laura Amalie Strombom Wellejus, in Chicago.
He worked briefly as a policeman and railroad passenger
agent in Chicago but soon headed south to the fledgling
city of Houston (around 16,000 population at the time)
and in 1878 established the Repsdorph Company which
manufactured tents, awnings, tarpaulins, etc.

He set up shop in downtown Houston, on Main Street
just two blocks from Buffalo Bayou. The business was
large enough to rent out two storefronts, at 110-112
Main, in the still standing Raphael Building.

Repsdorph also lived in the block, just a couple of
doors down. Over the years the company moved loca-
tions frequently, ultimately winding up at 402-404 Capi-
tol.

The founder died in 1892 and is buried in Glenwood
Cemetery. But the company stayed in the family. In fact,
his son Bernhard led the company into the 1930s; it may
well have been a casualty of the Great Depression.
